	A parent who has the right to childbirth subsidy can begin receiving it no sooner than in the month in which the child is born. If the actual date of birth does not fall in the same month as the estimated date of delivery, the childbirth leave shall begin in the month in which the child is born, or later, if the parent requests it. It is not possible to distribute childbirth subsidy over a greater number of time periods.

The parent may not carry out salaried work while receiving childbirth subsidy payments. With his/her signature, the parent confirms also that he/she will inform the Childbirth leave fund of all changes that may affect the handling of this application and/or payments made in accordance with this application.

Explanation:

An application for childbirth subsidy must be filed at least 3 weeks prior to the expected delivery date. 

The applicant must submit a certified statement of the expected date of delivery.
A parent who applies for student childbirth subsidy must submit a confirmation of the progress of his or her studies; that is, the number of academic units the parent has completed in the 12 months immediately preceding the birth of the child. It is not permissible to use the average of two semesters for the assessment of academic progress. 

A parent who participates in the labour market but is not entitled to childbirth leave payments may be entitled to childbirth subsidy. If the parent intends to utilise that right, the application must be accompanied by the form entitled “Notification of childbirth leave,” which specifies the childbirth leave arrangement; however, the parent may not carry out salaried work while receiving childbirth subsidy payments. Neither pension fund contributions nor labour union dues are deducted from childbirth subsidy payments. 

Tax card. In order to use the personal deduction with respect to payments from the Childbirth Leave Fund, the applicant must send in his/her tax card no later than on the 20th day of the month for which childbirth leave payments are sought. All documents shall be submitted to theVinnumálastofnun Fæðingarorlofssjóður, Strandgata 1, 530 Hvammstangi. 
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
